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[bookmark: _Toc400361366][bookmark: _Toc443397156]A pupil’s first day or two of being educated remotely might look different from our standard approach, while we take all necessary actions to prepare for a longer period of remote teaching.
What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the first day or two of pupils being sent home?
The School will switch swiftly to remote education with a full timetable of live lessons using video and other resources.  It may be necessary (depending on the length of the lockdown) for parents/carers to collect work packs with resources to support the schedule of live lessons.
Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school?
Yes – children will be taught the existing curriculum as per the School timetable.
Remote teaching and study time each day
How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each day?
We expect that remote education (including remote teaching and independent work) will take pupils broadly the same amount of time as the normal teaching day.  There will be no expectation of homework completion, except for examination year groups.

Accessing remote education
How will my child access any online remote education you are providing?
Children will use several online tools to support their learning.  For pupils in Reception Class they will mainly use Tapestry, supported by Microsoft Teams.  For pupils in Year 1 to 13, the delivery of learning and assessment will mainly use Microsoft365 Learning Resources, including Microsoft Teams and OneNote.
If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you support them to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils may not have suitable online access at home. We take the following approaches to support those pupils to access remote education:
· Where resources allow, the School will lend laptops or tablets to pupils.  Parents should contact the Head of Digital Strategy if this is the case, via the School Office.
· Where resources allow and where parents are unable to fund it themselves, the School will lend devices that enable an internet connection (for example, dongles).  Parents should contact the School’s Bursar if this is the case, via the School Office.
· Printed materials may be needed and will be available for collection from the School periodically during a period of lockdown.  Parents should inform their child’s Form Tutor or Subject Teacher in the first instance of contact the School Office for further support.
· Pupils who do not have online access should contact their Form Tutor or Subject teacher if they cannot submit work to their teachers online.





How will my child be taught remotely?
We use a combination of the following approaches to teach pupils remotely:
· live teaching (online lessons)
· recorded teaching (e.g. online commercial video resources or video/audio recordings made by teachers)
· printed paper packs produced by teachers (e.g. workbooks, worksheets)
· textbooks and reading books pupils have at home
· commercially available websites supporting the teaching of specific subjects or areas, including video clips or sequences
· long-term project work and/or internet research activities (as per the schools full opening guidance, schools full opening guidance, schools are expected to avoid an over-reliance on these approaches)
Engagement and feedback
What are your expectations for my child’s engagement and the support that we as parents and carers should provide at home?
Pupils are expected to engage fully with remote education, attending Registration and each timetabled lesson.  Pupils are expected to participate actively in each lesson, using full video and audio as required by the teacher in charge of the activity.
It is most helpful for parents to support their child’s learning by establishing routines and supporting their child’s learning whilst at home.  This can be supported by creating a suitable learning space at home, if possible, and providing access to online resources.  However, it is not appropriate for parents to take an active part in the live delivery of lessons.
How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns?
Teachers will support and monitor pupil engagement with remote learning through checking attendance at each lesson and monitoring participation within lessons.  Teachers will monitor the submission of assignments and follow up as necessary using the School’s Behaviour Policy.  Where concerns over the participation persist, the School may contact the parents to discuss the matter.  The School will continue to issue School Reports during the period of remote learning and also hold parent-teacher consultation events remotely.
How will you assess my child’s work and progress?
Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children. For example, whole-class feedback or quizzes marked automatically via digital platforms are also valid and effective methods, amongst many others.  Work will be assessed in line with the School’s Assessment and Feedback policy, suitably adapted to the circumstances of remote learning.
Additional support for pupils with particular needs
How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional support from adults at home to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those pupils.  Pupils with SEND will continue to receive remote support from the Individual Learning Department, either through SEND staff attending lessons or through 1:1 support.  Younger pupils (i.e. in Reception and Year 1) will be supported by regular direct engagement with parents/carers and through suitably adapted learning experiences.
Remote education for self-isolating pupils
Where individual pupils need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in school, how remote education is provided will likely differ from the approach for whole groups. This is due to the challenges of teaching pupils both at home and in school.
If my child is not in school because they are self-isolating, how will their remote education differ from the approaches described above? 
If your child is not in school because they are self-isolating they will join the lessons taking part in School via videoconference using Microsoft Teams.  The teacher will teach the lesson from the classroom and live stream the lesson to those working remotely.  Pupils will attend a full timetable of lessons and activities including assemblies and Chapel Services.
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
